Do any clean up you
need to the track assemblies. | drilled the hole®f you so all you should have to do
assemble them and glue. The track assembly has tWwoles drilled in it, the hole in the
back sprocket goes on the back drive shaft comingibof the back of the body. | suggest
you test fit to see how it works. Put on both track on both sides. Then using the plastic
rod that came with the kit, put the rod through oneside of the track assembly in the hole
in the center of the track assembly, then under thbody and out through the other hole in
the other track assembly. There you see how it wifo together. Now glue it and work
with the track assemblies to get the best fit. Theafter the glue is dry trim off the excess
rod sticking out on both track assemblies. Then adthe spring adjusters on both

track assemblies and add the exhaust stacks on theod adjust the height and make sure
they are standing up straight. Some wire was inclugl to create an engine crankYou will
see the spot to drill the hole for the crank undethe radiator. That’s it paint it up and
ready to go.
